Opening Address

Sermon


Following the Gospel reading, Dorian’s sermon reflected on the Gospel in the context of how we as a community are living and proclaiming the good news. We are most able to see and receive God’s blessing when we stop relying on ourselves and start to rely on God. St. Anthony has been on the financial edge for several years. But we’ve received gifts to underwrite expenses and capital campaign commitments, even in midst of the worst economic downturn. In the life of a church, challenges are bound to appear. You’ve stepped up to fill the gaps, for example, by committing over 15,000 hours in service. Recognizing all those blessings led to a new outlook in our congregation.  Jesus’ vision turns the world upside down. It is up to us to fill in the blanks with the details of our lives. What risks are we willing to take? Join in completing the canvas. God’s kingdom is already here, lived out in our lives. You are invited to claim your blessedness.

Rector’s Report – Sensing the Spirit’s Presence
The Bible records the Pentecost experience – the gift of the Holy Spirit to Jesus’ followers.  It is a vivid story with gusty winds, flames of fire and speech in multiple tongues.  It can be easy to assume that this was a one-time occurrence and we cannot possibly expect to experience the Spirit in quite the same way.  We would be quite mistaken in such a conclusion.  In the past year there have been many vivid sightings of the Spirit’s presence.  Let me provide just a few examples:

· Conversations in the Strategic Visioning process, especially the cottage meetings attended by many in the congregation, have been wonderful examples of speech in multiple tongues.  Individuals have shared their faith drawing on personal experiences – each unique and yet understood by all.  Out of the sharing of our stories and passions an exciting vision for St. Anthony’s future is emerging.

· The fiery passion evident in our outreach efforts is nothing short of flames of fire.  2011 saw an amazing increase in hands on ministry.  There were many new faces serving at the East Valley Men’s Shelter, working on Habitat projects, supporting CADV transitional housing and helping with community impact days.  Flames of fire were also evident in our commitment of financial support to Outreach – as we sponsored a day care center in Rwanda, supported an orphanage in Haiti, provided tuition for a Haitian nursing student and designated $8,700 for future outreach grants.  All of this ministry work has created a powerful and visible fire reflecting God’s love.

· Divine wind gusts have provided much needed momentum in a number of areas.  Our ministry to children is expanding exponentially and the addition of a full time youth minister has made possible faith outreach to teens in our community.  Through the generosity of many combined with outstanding stewardship efforts we have dramatically shifted St. Anthony’s financial picture yielding a surplus of year-end funds for the first time in recent history.

These are just a few sightings of the Spirit’s presence.  I urge you to read all the ministry reports contained in these pages for a sense of how God’s Spirit is moving at St. Anthony.  Or, better yet, get involved – participate – share your own gifts – and watch for signs of God’s Spirit moving through you.

The vestry is the fiduciary body of the church providing management and leadership to the congregation.  Our responsibility is to be good stewards of the gifts given to St. Anthony, manage the resources entrusted to us and articulate God’s vision for our church.  This includes development and expansion of ministries as well as the promotion of individual spiritual growth.

 

On behalf of the entire vestry we would like to thank the congregation for the opportunity to serve you this past year.  We are truly blessed with a congregation that continues to support us and our mission here at St. Anthony both financially and with your tireless hours of mission work. 

 

2011 has been very busy here at St. Anthony’s.  At our Vestry retreat in February, we discussed three elements needed to grow St. Anthony into a blessed church:

· Nourishing the Spirit Within – Recognizing the deep hunger for God and providing spiritual direction to deepen faith

· Knitting the Body Together – Making space for all, creating networks of connections, building a tangible sense of the body of Christ

· Rejoicing in Service – Nourished and Knit together to Serve Christ 

This resulted in the formation of the Strategic Visioning team, which facilitated several discussion venues expanding on these themes. 
Our Global Outreach (GO) ministries continued to expand with David Paige’s mission to Haiti.  In addition, the vestry approved the Global Outreach Ministry sponsorship of a daycare facility in Rwanda and sponsorship of a nursing student in Haiti.  The Council Against Domestic Violence continues to provide much needed supplies and support to those families in transition and are beginning to receive some notoriety of their programs. 
I am continually amazed how when a need arises our congregation steps in to fill the void.  In particular, thank you to John Kyler who helped out until Cassidy, our sexton could be replaced and to Eloise Crosman who was hired to be the Children's Education director.  We are truly blessed.
In order to avoid the issues we faced last year with our air conditioning systems, the vestry elected to spend what we hope (and pray) will be some preventative and cost effective maintenance on our campus wide air conditioning systems.  Like the boiler in the movie the "Bells of St. Mary's", please keep a special pray in your hearts for our air conditioners, all 16 of them.
We also approved the hiring of a full time youth ministry director, Brett Barksdale to help reinvigorate our junior and senior high youth programs.  One of Brett's goals is to provide a Christian based community outreach program to the youth in our local community.  He started in July and has been very busy building our youth programs.
On the financial front, we ended 2011 with a surplus, thanks to our two major fund raising campaigns, the Spirit Auction and Golf tournament.  The proceeds from the Golf tournament will go to expanding our outreach.  Ministries will have the opportunity to apply for a grant to fund their projects.  Many thanks to those who helped plan and work these two events as well as those who participated.  
Our Infinite Blessing Campaign has resulted in not only reducing the principal of our mortgage but also receiving very favorable terms from our lender to improve our financial position.  Finally, we are on pace in 2012 to fulfill our commitment to the diocese to pay 100% of our assessment. 

At the annual meeting, we honor the service of outgoing vestry members Mickey Greene, Claudia Johnson and Becky Pearson.  I too will be leaving the vestry after 4 years of service.  The new vestry will hold its annual retreat February 17-19, 2012 at Chapel Rock.

 

It has been an honor and a privilege to serve as Senior Warden and I thank the entire congregation for your support during the good and the bad times.  It truly has been one of the best experiences of my life and with Pastor Dorian's continued leadership and the strong and energetic Vestry, I see St. Anthony continuing to grow in its spiritual mission.

Acolyte Ministry Report – submitted by Janelle Liffiton

In the Anglican/Episcopal Churches, Altar Servers are also called Acolytes.  Our Acolyte Ministry is made up of youth and adults who assist in worship by carrying a processional cross, lighting candles, holding the Gospel book, holding torches, handing the offering plates to ushers, assisting the deacon with set up and clean up at the altar, washing the priests hands during Holy Eucharist, swinging incense and carrying the incense boat and many other tasks as directed by the priest.  The Acolyte Ministry seeks to provide a program that involves all youth and adults that would like to be involved in many of the ceremonial aspects of our worship at the altar.

The 2011 Acolyte program at St Anthony lost two members after high school graduation, but gained four new members.  Current needs would be for several more Torchbearers and another 8 am First Server.  There are not enough members to cover all functions of the Acolytes.  
The members of the Acolyte Ministry who currently serve do an outstanding job and are a dedicated group. 

Eucharistic Ministers & Lay Readers - submitted by Cyndi Sax
The Lectors and Chalice Bearers, members of the Eucharistic Ministry team, are privileged to participate in the liturgy by reading the Word of God, offering the Prayers of the People, and serving the chalice during Holy Communion.    In addition to regular Sunday morning services, the ministry team is often asked to serve at special services and events.    It is a heartfelt ministry whose members share the gifts of reverence, faithfulness, exhortation, and service.  We are deeply touched and richly blessed by our service.
During 2011, Rob and Linda Nehrbas, whom had led the ministry for several years, stepped down from the leadership role.  Cyndi Sax then assumed responsibility for scheduling, recruiting, and coordinating the team members’ participation at services and events.  I offer gratitude for Linda and Rob’s faithful service, mentorship, and willingness to continue to serve as members of the team.  
Currently, 27 individuals serve as Lector, Chalice Bearer, or both.   We welcomed several new members this year and always have room for more.  As leader of the ministry, it is heartwarming for me to see how the team members pitch in for each other when we have a special need, when something comes up that requires a schedule change or substitution.  During a ministry meeting in the fall, participating members agreed that while our focus on Sunday mornings may seem to be tactical -making sure that during the service we process at the right time to the right place and read the right words with the right inflection – our true purpose is truly serving God and the Church.  Our understanding of God is enriched as we prepare to read the Scripture passages on Sunday morning.  Our faith is deepened as we prayerfully prepare to serve at the altar.  We see Christ in faces of those who kneel at the communion rail and we are nourished.
It is with gratitude and love that we enter another year of service.

Members of the music ministry include an Adult choir presently consisting of 16 members (vocal), in addition we have one Cellist, one Violist, one trumpet player, and myself directing and accompanying the choir on both organ and piano.  Our Children’s Choir has seven members.  The Bell Choir will resume rehearsals in February to ring for Easter Sunday.

Music Ministry is a vital part of our worship as a faith community, providing quality music for parish liturgies on a weekly basis, as well as special parish liturgies and events throughout the year. In addition to the Sunday liturgy, music ministry volunteers participate in a weekly rehearsal.  

Plans for the 2012 year include welcoming and recruiting additional members either vocal or instrumental to the music ministry.  Also, we will participate in the parish talent show, parish retreat, and other church and community events throughout the year.

Our connection to the church mission statement revolves around a warm and friendly welcome to all coming through the parish doors. The welcome will allow the worshipers to feel the spiritual communion of the congregation – the outreach will follow as they enjoy the warm feeling from the ushers initially and the congregation as they decide to participate in the church. We are also responsible to help those members that maybe in physical need before, during, and after the service.

Our ministry is focused mainly on the various worship services on Sundays and Holidays, as well as special events such as funerals. Growth entails adding interested people to our usher team. Our own feelings of connection have grown through our interaction with other ushers as well as meeting people as they come though the doors of the parish. Most of the usher team shares the same feeling of connection.

Christian Formation

Adult Formation

This has been a very creative year for our adult formation offerings.  Our efforts have focused on helping people to grapple with the difficult questions of faith while learning to articulate their faith to others.  Our Sunday Café has provided a forum for just such small group discussion.  Topics have been wide ranging.  We turned to the people of scripture to gain a better understanding of what it means to be a risk-shaped disciple.  Under the guidance of Becky Evans we explored poetry for hints and glimpses of the holy.  And we discovered new perspectives of Jesus’ birth as we shared stories about our own nativities and what it means to give birth to Christ in our own lives.

Lent on the Edge was the title of our Wednesday evening Lenten series.  This was a wonderful, intergenerational experience where we moved beyond our comfort zone in art, music, dance and drama and walked a labyrinth together.  This interactive experience was transported to Chapel Rock for our parish retreat titled Lent on the Mountain.  Art and drama moved to new heights there are we found surprising ways of expressing the wonders of God’s creation.

In addition to these activities our Education for Ministry group continued to expand both in size and in their theological exploration.  Fr. Vernon Meyer returned to offer another course on Scripture from Scratch following the weekly lectionary texts. An offering for those newer to the Episcopal Church, Your Faith, Your Life classes made for intriguing discussions on everything from the meaning of baptism to ways to deepen our prayer life.  

Spiritual formation was greatly strengthened by a Good Friday offering of prayer stations and a beautiful Advent Quiet Morning conversation between Mary and Elizabeth accompanied by the musical gifts of Karen Blomgren.  Finally, an on-going prayer station was set up in the chapel with guided directions to help individuals explore different ways of praying.

2011 set the bar pretty high for Adult Formation offerings, but we are hoping to continue to grow and add new experiences in 2012.  Current plans include Sunday Cafes that will explore the nature of God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit – consider this Systematic Theology on steroids.  Wednesday evenings in Lent will involve creative, intergenerational ways of “Meeting Jesus”.   

As always, the Adult Formation team welcomes your feedback and ideas of ways we can help grow in our faith together.

Children’s Ministry - submitted by Eloise Crosman
2011 was a year of change for Children’s Christian Formation.  Following the departure of Beth Hammond in January, Pastor Dorian organized and led a group of dedicated volunteers to lead the various children’s programs, in addition to her many other duties.  In March, Eloise Crosman was hired to fill a part-time position as Director of Children’s Christian Formation, working with children from infants through fourth grade.  The ongoing programs remained unchanged for the rest of the school year.  

In the spring, the teachers expressed a desire replace the Workshop Rotations with a new curriculum for kindergartners through fourth graders.  A Curriculum Committee, consisting of teachers, parents, a vestry representative and Pastor Dorian, met several times over the summer to examine and compare curricula using a matrix by Sharon Pearson, Christian Formation Specialist at Church Publishing, Inc.  After much work, the Committee adopted “Living the Good News,” a lectionary-based curriculum published by Morehouse-Barlow, the publishing arm of the Episcopal Church.  By choosing a different lectionary reading for Children’s Chapel, the children are hearing two of the readings adults hear in church.  The decision was made to incorporate “Kids at Prayer,” an introduction to The Book of Common Prayer, into the Children’s Chapel lessons.  Attendance in both the Chapel and Church School has almost doubled since last spring.

“It’s Our Church!” unique to St. Anthony on the Desert, was the Camp St. Anthony program for June and July.  The children, through special activities for Trinity Sunday, Pentecost, a tour of our campus and buildings, constructing a “model” of the floor plan of our church (including making hand-sculpted furnishings complete with baptismal font, chalice, paten and cross), etc., learned a great deal about our church and their own important part in it.

Thanks to a generous parish family, the Fall Kick-Off was held at Scottsdale Gymnastics this year.  A good time was had by all!  

There are now four programs in place for the children.  The Nursery, for our youngest members, is staffed by Jamie Scott on Sunday mornings.  Catechesis of the Good Shepherd, led by Patti Counce, Janelle Liffiton, and Leanne Murillo, offers a Montessori-based program to three- and four-year-olds.  Children’s Chapel, led by Deacon Susan & Stephen Cihak, Bob & Marianne Clarke, Eloise Crosman, Kathryn Lewis and Melody Taylor assisted by her family, is offered to children during the Liturgy of the Word each Sunday morning.  Two church school classes, “The Adventurers” (kindergarten through second grade) led by Maureen Kendrick and Marianne Tetlow, and “The Explorers” led by Deacon Susan and Stephen Cihak and Heather Lingle and Matt Thedford.  Dawne Ward and Dawn Pataky also help with the programs.  Attendance has increased significantly, from an average of four students at the workshops to an average of 9 in church school classes.

Children take part in Youth Sunday services, serving as junior ushers and greeters and reading the acclamation.  Every Sunday, one child is “Pastor Dorian’s helper” at the altar.
Special events have included decorating and “burying” the Alleluia banner on Shrove Tuesday, Ash Wednesday and Good Friday services, a pet food drive in conjunction with the Blessing of the Animals, and an Advent Event.  In December, the children and youth offered a gift to the congregation in the form of a Christmas Pageant, “The Greatest Gift of All.”  Twenty-eight children and youth took part – twenty-six of whom asked for and had speaking parts!   

The Children’s involvement and eagerness to participate shows that they truly are an important part of our church and will likely grow up to be church leaders in the future.  Thanks are due to the many volunteers who make the programs possible and to the entire congregation for their support.

Youth Ministry

Youth Ministry is a developmental process.  It seeks to provide a safe community to explore our faith and what it means to live our lives in Jesus.

The Youth Ministry continues to make connections through St Anthony and elsewhere.  Our new curriculum is in place, outreach is being solidified, and familiarity with our program is now being recognized.  The excitement is showing contagious promise! 

Our hope is to grow by five to ten kids in 2012. We hope to bring at least five kids to our summer San Diego mission trip.  One new strategy is to hold Youth Group meetings at St Anthony twice a month and then do a fun outreach event twice a month.  The kids seem to really enjoy mixing it up and we want to keep them excited.
Education for Ministry – submitted by Jeanne Paige and Rev. Susan Cihak, co-mentors

Every baptized person is called to ministry.  Education for Ministry is a 4-year intensive study of Old Testament (Year 1), New Testament (Year 2), Church History (Year 3) and Theology (Year 4), along with a study of theological ideas, and reflections on how these ideas connect with our everyday lives.  The program provides people with the education to carry out the ministry we are called to at baptism.  Rather than a four-year program, it is one year at a time of fascinating, challenging, fun education experienced with others on their own faith quest.  Stories, insights, and experiences are shared in a safe, confidential place.

For the second year, we offered an evening class, and nine students are enrolled in that class; four are studying Year 2, and five are studying Year 3.  In addition, we have several people who have indicated an interest in attending a morning class in the fall of 2012. This will allow those who are interested in EfM a choice between a morning and evening class.  We have also continued our flexible scheduling, to allow our winter residents to begin EfM study in their home churches, and join our St. Anthony group in progress on their return to Arizona.  For those participating students, and for the St. Anthony group they join, it has been a tremendous blessing, and has greatly enriched the experience for all.

It was awesome!!

As in the past, whenever the host family has room at their table, we encourage them to ask someone they know to attend as a guest.  Your guest may be your neighbor, or just someone you know.  We hope that if they are not regular church goers, they might consider attending St. Anthony’s.

MOM-OSA (Ministry of Mothers of St. Anthony) – submitted by Karen Twibell
MOM-OSA (Ministry of Mothers of St. Anthony) is a group of parishioner and non-parishioner mom’s who gather to learn, laugh and love all in the name of Christ.  

 Our meetings include social time, a shared brunch and a simple guided study where we can stretch our minds and seek knowledge from Jesus’ teachings.  This year, our topic is Finding Balance.  This is not a traditional Bible study but more like a lesson in how to apply historical lessons to modern challenges.

Our group meets once a month and we currently have 8 members, 3 of which are St. Anthony members and the remaining either belong to a different church or are not actively attending a parish.

Our main goal in the fall was to just survive as a ministry.  With moms leading such busy lives, it was hard to get a commitment out of many women.  I am proud to say that of our 8 members, 5 of us have met consistently since September.  The childcare is very beneficial and has also been used by 2-3 children each meeting.  

Our outreach efforts continue to be associated with Singleton Moms.  MOM-OSA made wine charms that were sold at the December Bazaar and we made about $150 that will be donated to Singleton Moms.  We are also hoping to get a group together to participate in a 5K walk sponsored by the organization.

Our goal for the spring and fall are to once again, continue meeting in Christ’s name.  I feel that to the women who aren’t attending church, this is their opportunity to pray and hear God’s word at our meetings and is the “outreach” that this group was being called to serve.

The Seniors and Winter Residents group was started as a means for the Winter Residents to connect with each other. Since then we have expanded to include all Seniors (and almost seniors) of the parish.  We get together monthly during the “snowbird” season for a social gathering in members homes, parish hall or other locations of interest to the group.  We are always interested in new activities.  Events are usually coordinated by two couples. Habitat for Humanity – Episcopal Habitat Coalition

St. Anthony is part of a non-profit fifteen church coalition that helps build two to three homes a year.  This coalition has been in existence 14 years.  Each year St. Anthony’s donates a minimum of $2,100 for the new homeowners.  This year the Coalition funded the house warming gifts of backyard tool kits.  

Claudia Wilson continues as our HFH Coordinator and sends out recruiting and remainder emails about each build to potential volunteers.  She is to be thanked for doing a tremendous and efficient job.

The builds are on Saturdays and usually involve 25-30 volunteers on the site.  After an opening prayer the site managers give a safety lecture and specific instructions for the day’s task.  The family the home is being built for has already donated 500 hours of “sweat equity” on another Habitat home or homes and generally works alongside the Saturday volunteers.  Over the past year St. Anthony volunteers have worked on two homes being tasked with putting on a roof, dry walling, exterior/ interior framing and punch list.  Over 2011 the Coalition helped the Dubale-Asefaw and Reed families become first time home owners.  

One memorable moment comes to mind while dedicating the Reed home this January.  Barbara Reed, the new owner, was thrilled with the backyard tools and put them immediately to work planting two donated fruit trees in their new backyard.  I could feel her anticipation, joy and pride in building her very own first home.  

It is my hope that more diverse revenue sources will be developed for St. Anthony’s HFH build fund.  Last year the Lenten “House Boxes” were a huge success in raising $400 to help fund Habitat.  It is hoped this year more parishioners will become involved in this effort.  

We will continue to try to encourage young people (16 years and older) to become more involved and earn community service credit from their schools.

The Men of St. Anthony, through the Men’s Ministry, physically and spiritually support each other, the church, and the community through many activities while furthering the camaraderie and fellowship of the group in the process. 

MOSA has increased the support to the East Valley Men’s Shelter bringing dinners to them on average of once a month and now has additionally expanded this support to include other ministries at the church.  In 2011, the church as a whole supplied three meals, the vestry one, and the Sr. and Winter Residents one as well.  In 2012, this is expanded to include the EFM and Ushers. We still solicit toiletries from the parish and distribute these to the shelter.  The knitting ministry even made 85 winter hats for the men which were a huge success at the home. Support of the East Valley Men’s Shelter has now become a church-wide ministry

Participation at the weekly meetings grows slowly with attendance in the summer falling off somewhat.  We only cancelled one summer meeting, however and plan to run straight through in 2012.  We have increased our publicity efforts through the Desert Wind and the weekly announcements.  We have increased support to the CADV through serving breakfast at their annual meeting and increased support at their apartment cleaning programs.  We also continue to support the Habitat for Humanity program, youth rummage sale, and spring/fall clean-up programs. 

MOSA is further linking with the other ministries through a joint February breakfast-meeting scheduled with the Youth Group in which they will aid in the preparation of sack lunches for the homeless shelter. 

Vista Del Camino and Paradise Valley Emergency Food Bank

Team Members:  Janet Allen, Grant Gilfeather, and generous donating members from St. Anthony’s.
Contributions from St. Anthony’s to both organizations have helped those families in need to feed and clothe themselves in these challenging times.  St. Anthony parishioners and friends donate regularly non-perishable food in the basket in the narthex.   Janet Allen and I volunteer regularly at the Paradise Valley Emergency Food Bank (PVEFB) on Friday mornings.  I volunteer at Vista on Monday afternoons.

A volunteer’s job at both food banks involves receiving donated food, sorting it, properly shelving and making up food boxes or set ups to be given out.  At the clothing bank the donated items are examined, separated and bagged into specified categories.    

2011 has been a challenging year for food and clothing banks.  Vista del Camino recently has experienced a surge of donations.  However those in need have increased and Vista continues to give our food boxes and used clothing to those that come through their doors.  

One Friday at PVEFB, I helped an elderly widow load her food boxes into her car she told me she was so thankful for the donations.  I asked her if she would be able to get the food up to her second story apartment, she told me she could because she was living with a widower who was sharing the apartment expenses with her. 

It is my hope that more donors and volunteers will come forward to help at both food banks in the coming year.

The year of 2011 was one of renewal and rebuilding for the ministry of Walking the Mourner’s Path.  

Recognizing the need for new energy in the program, the ministry worked on updating program materials without alienating our long standing partnership with parishes and facilitators around the country.  

The updates to the program included: 

· A new Logo

· 2011 Edition of the Participant Workbook

· Improved Facilitator Training Workshop

Initially wary of any changes, our parish partners have embraced the improvements and have continued to offer the program in their communities.  

In the year of rebuilding we were pleased that:

· 20 parishes offered the program

· 31 new facilitators were trained

· 208 Walked the Mourner’s Path and participated in the Eight Week Workshops
· 410  “30 Days toward Healing Your Grief” sold and given out
Looking to the future, the Walking the Mourner’s Path Board developed a Strategic Plan in August.  This multi objective plan is intended to give direction to the ministry thorough 2014.   

Key objectives of the plan have already been met:

· Welcomed Gina Baker to the ministry as a volunteer helping with various administrative duties

· Creation of a Refresher Course for facilitators.  

· Development of the mini-workshop,  “Building Ministry to those who Mourn”

· Involvement with the Legacy Society through the Final Affairs Workshop at St. Anthony

We continue to face the challenge of promoting the program.  A team has been created to develop and implement a marketing plan with the intention of introducing the program to dioceses and parishes in areas of the country not offering the program.

Additionally we would like to create more interest in the program at St. Anthony.  We would love to have more individuals involved in the ministry as Facilitators and volunteers. We continue to struggle to find interest in holding an Eight Week workshop.

For 2012 we see a continuation of the new energy and renewed commitment to the ministry to those who grieve and mourn.  Not only at St.  Anthony, but also among our faith community partners around the country.

Global Outreach Ministry – submitted by Becky Pearson

Core Committee Members: Rachel Judge, Jill Kyler, David Paige, Jeanne Paige, Becky Pearson

Our mission is to provide ways for the St. Anthony community to reach out to our neighbors on a global scale. Specifically our focus is on what we can do to end extreme poverty in support of the Millennium Development goals.  Monthly meetings of the Global Outreach (GO) Ministry Core Committee are held on the first Thursday of the month at 6pm in the Parish Hall and all congregation members are welcome.

We envision the GO Ministry to act as an umbrella organization for international outreach, with several functions:
· Funding recommendations: solicit and review funding requests from congregation members. Decide which requests to support and present to Vestry or other funding sources for approval. 

· Two-way Information sharing: act as clearing house for information between congregation members, diocese, GO Ministry members, etc. Examples: 

· Promote involvement and support of congregation members for a GO Ministry approved opportunity (e.g. sponsoring children)

· Provide options to other St. A groups or individuals who are looking for ways to support an international cause (e.g. provide information about Heifer and other programs for buying farm animals) 

· Promote awareness of MDG-related concerns within St. A congregation and potentially beyond

TARGETED OUTREACH PROJECTS:  At this stage of the St. Anthony’s GO Ministry, the focus will be on outreach projects in Rwanda and Haiti.

PROJECT UPDATES:  
RWANDA:  In 2010, we formed a relationship with an Anglican diocese in Rwanda. Our first project was to provide start-up funding for a day care center in Bushoka, Rwanda for 18 months, at which time the day care center should be self-sufficient.  We will be communicating with the diocese about a list of other possible projects, such as a parish matching project between an Anglican church in Rwanda and St. Anthony’s – to assist the GO Ministry in addressing “what’s next for Rwanda?”

HAITI:  The Vestry approved sponsorship of two projects in Haiti, using funds currently available in the Haiti Project designated contributions at St. Anthony’s.  St. Anthony’s will provide a full scholarship, for four years at $3,000 per year, for a student at the Episcopal Diocese of Haiti’s School of Nursing in Leogane, Haiti.  A one-time contribution of $1,500 is being made to the Rosa Mina Orphanage in Petitonville, a suburb of the capital city, Port-au-Prince, Haiti. We look forward to identifying other needs in Haiti to share with the congregation, aided by the intrepid David Paige, who plans to return to Haiti for another three month assignment in 2011 at the Hopital Sainte Croix in Leogane. 

Council Against Domestic Violence

The Council Against Domestic Violence Ministry is an outreach into Scottsdale and our surrounding communities. Organized in the fall of 2008, the following Mission Statement was adopted:
“The mission of the Council Against Domestic Violence is to provide a leadership role at St Anthony on the Desert Episcopal Church by educating and raising awareness of domestic violence and abuse for ourselves, our church community and the community at large, supporting and advocating for victims and existing agencies.”

During the year 2011 a workshop was held in October to educate and make all attendees aware of the problems in teen dating and possible consequences in selecting the wrong person.  The necessity of developing healthy relationships was discussed.  Our speaker was from the Arizona Coalition Against Domestic Violence.  Materials were passed out and the audience was involved in discussions.  This was our third annual workshop and our attendance was about 30.  Education also includes our distribution of cards with emergency phone numbers and information and we have hosted cafes where speakers offered information to the attendees.  Survivors of domestic violence themselves have also been guest speakers. 

This past year we held three, Clear Your Clutter Sundays where gently used clothing and household items, toys, games, books etc., were collected and taken to Save the Family and A New Leaf shelters to support and help victims of domestic abuse.
Two times members of CADV and the congregation gathered and cleaned transitional housing units for Save the Family to support and advocate for victims of domestic abuse.  Each time baskets were left with paper goods, towels, games, kitchen utensils, calendars, and small, useful items for the families that would move in, along with a card signed by all who helped and St. Anthony’s name.  This year we had enough funds to buy these items instead of using our own, personal funds.  These families were also prayed for before we left.
Santa’s Sleigh (done annually) gathered new items, for children at A New Leaf, this year in December to help support and advocate for them.  And finally, last February a Baby Shower (also done annually) was held to gather new items for the youngest victims of domestic abuse and taken to Save The Family.  Part of this event includes making small toiletry bags for moms at the shelter.  

In the year 2012 we will be hosting a speaker from Sojourner Center in Phoenix for our baby shower.  In the past the MOM-OSA Ministry has helped us with the food.  We hope to offer a tour of that facility said to be the largest domestic violence center in the United States. 
The CADV Ministry has had a successful year.  We have a membership of ten, seven of whom attend regularly. Some members are gone during the summer.  The congregation at St. Anthony has been very generous and supportive of our activities.  We hope in the future to be able to help other congregations set up their own groups to help prevent and support victims of domestic violence.  Meetings are held once a month on the first Tuesday at 7:00 pm in the Comfort Room.  All are welcome to attend.

Legacy Society – submitted by Malcolm Hilcove

The inaugural Legacy Society Celebration Dinner was held in February at the Franciscan Renewal Center.  Twenty-five Charter Members attended and were entertained by the St. Anthony’s Choir.   The guest speaker was the Reverend Canon Timothy Dombek from the Diocese of Arizona.

The Legacy Fund Board had hoped to recruit a further ten members by February 2012.  Three new members have joined to date, and with the Final Affairs Workshop in January and other direct forms of contacts in 2012, we hope to grow the St. Anthony’s Legacy Society to 45 members by February, 2013.

Landscape Ministry – submitted by Richard Sinclair

The Landscaping Group – with great assistance from the Men’s Group – continues its work to preserve and enhance the five acres of desert that is the campus of St. Anthony.  Our land it a trust from God – and it remains our responsibility to maintain and enhance the natural beauty that surrounds our facilities.  We seek to grow and extend the natural desert beauty – we hope to enhance the feel of peace and calm within our bounds.

The work has progressed from the courtyard into the parking lot and surrounding entrance areas.  Bit by bit the unwanted “volunteer” plants are removed; the trees are properly trimmed and a sense of new natural planting options is becoming apparent.  Significantly, the area along the south side of the chapel has been cleared.  

The major improvement for the autumn was the replanting of the beds immediately outside the Parish Hall.   With the use of generous donations, the soil in the beds was augmented with many bags of a local, natural compost mix.  The beds were then planted with fifty geraniums.  It is anticipated that the geraniums will last until May.  Summer flowers will replace the geraniums until cool weather returns.

The Parish Hall bed plantings are a small indication of the beautification which we can achieve.  Plans are in hand for a complete new planting at the entrance to the Sanctuary while a second plan will complete the plantings along the walk and the front of the Parish Hall.  These two areas are extremely difficult – they go from deep shade to intense summer sunshine.  The plant selection and installation requires professional assistance. 
The Vestry announced a financial award to the Landscaping committee at their meeting of January 9th.  This award will allow the committee to move forward on the landscaping of the entrance area to the Sanctuary.  Designs were solicited during the summer and autumn of 2011.  It is anticipated that this work will be completed prior to Palm Sunday. 
Work will continue through the winter to remove unwanted creosote and brittle bush from the Shea Blvd side of the property.  A scout troop has indicated their willingness to undertake this work as an Eagle Scout project.  Verification has been received that the scout troop does plan to assist our landscaping efforts.  At this writing our Eagle-scout to be has to formally make his project presentation.  However, the project has been reviewed by the Scout Master who actually expanded the scope of the project.  This will be an extremely helpful and beneficial improvement to our campus.  

 

Clearing will continue with our volunteers during spring clean-up in the parking lot and the area to the east of the Sanctuary

As our work progress, all are welcome to assist.  Many hands make light work.

2011 Financial Highlights - Treasurer’s Report 

This is the report I have been dreaming of giving.  I am pleased to announce that 2011 was a very successful year in many ways.  Your tremendous support of our programs and ministries plus staffing changes, new fundraising events, and careful management of expenses resulted in the following:

1. Net Cash Receipts: Net cash receipts from operations exceeded income by $46,282.

2. Path to Fulfilling our Mission Campaign (PTFM):  Because our initial 2011 budget was not sufficient to fund several expense items to maintain and enhance our facilities and some expenses for programs and ministry expenses, at last year’s annual meeting we launched the PTFM campaign to cover those needs.  Your response of $16,000 enabled us to do many of the items on our wish list. 

3. Giving:  Total giving for the year was $16,700 over budget.  

4. Fundraisers:  We added a new fundraiser – a very successful Golf Tournament which brought in over $12,000 in its first year.  Combined with our Spirit Auction, total fundraising contributed over $27,000 to operations.

5. Walking the Mourner’s Path: We had another successful year contributing over $18,000 to Operations.

6. Personnel:  Personnel expense was $3,700 under budget due to changes in our Sexton position and savings in benefits.  With the changes in staffing over the past two years and the use of more volunteers, our personnel expense for 2011 was $34,000 less than 2010, and $105,000 less than 2009.    

7. Youth Minister Apprentice Program:  We were awarded a five-year grant through the Dioceses for a Youth Minister Apprentice.  Under the grant, in the first year the parish pays 16% of total program expenses with the percentage paid by the parish gradually increasing each year over the five year program.  For 2011 our portion of expenses ($3,000) was funded by a designated gift.  

8. Other Expenses:  All other expenses were carefully monitored and savings realized in many categories.  

9. Cash:  We received about half of the PTFM funds early in the year, and along with an increase in automated giving and total giving, for the first time in many years we did not have to borrow funds during the “dry’ time of the year.

10. Legacy Society Gift:
We received a $10,000 legacy gift.  

Thanks to all, the results from 2011 have enabled us to do some things that we had only hoped we would be able to do “sometime” as well as designate some funds for future needs.  The Vestry has approved the following: 

1. Designate $8,700 from the Golf Tournament to Outreach

2012 Budget

The Vestry is annually charged with putting together the budget.  The starting point is always the amount pledged by parishioners.  This year the amount pledged was $295,310, which is a 3% increase from 2011 pledges before the PTFM campaign, and a decrease of 2% when considering the PTFM campaign.  We are blessed to have the Mission Montessori School on our campus.  With rent we receive from them, our two successful fundraising events, Walking the Mourner’s Path program, and a designated gift to partially fund our Youth Apprentice program, we are able to present a balanced budget.  Budget highlights are as follows:

1. Staff:  All staff will receive modest salary increases.  In addition, we will be offering pension benefits beginning in July to lay staff who work 20 hours or more a week and have been employed at least one year. 

2. Mortgage Payment:  With the completion of our Infinite Blessing…Imagine! (IBI) campaign in 2012 and the refinancing of our mortgage, our mortgage payment will be less than previously and will be fully paid from operating funds.  During the IBI campaign, the principal portion of the monthly mortgage payment was paid with IBI funds to enable us to fully fund our programs and ministries.  

3. Diocesan Mission Share:  During the IBI campaign the Diocese worked with us to reduce our Mission Share while we focused on paying down our mortgage debt.  In 2009 our share was reduced to ½ of the normal share, and in 2010 it was 2/3 of the normal share.  For 2011 we will be paying 100% of our share which is possible because of our lower mortgage and lower monthly payment.  For 2012, our budget for the Mission share is $13,270 more than we paid in 2011. 

4. Outreach:  We anticipate another successful golf tournament which will hopefully enable us to again dedicate a portion of the proceeds from the tournament to outreach.  

5. Other Expenses:  All expenses were carefully reviewed and will be closely monitored.

The attached Cash Receipts statement for 2011 and 2012 Budget along with the Balance Sheet and List of Designated Funds is an integral part of this report.  

Through your help, our campus and programs remain strong as we live out our mission to celebrate the life-changing love of Christ through worship, teaching and outreach.
